AN ACT APPROPRIATING $25,000 TO PROVIDE SUPPORT FOR THE 1987
FLAG DAY CELEBRATIONS.

PREAMBLE :

Because Flag Day comes before the expected effective date
of bills enacted in this session of the Legislature, an immedi-
ate effective date for this measure is justified.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF AMERICAN SAMOA:

Section 1. There is appropriated from unbudgeted and unobli-
gated local revenues of fiscal year 1987 the amount of $25,000
|to the Office of Samoan Affairs. The office shall use the
funds only to provide support for the 1987 Flag Day celebra-
tions.

Any unobligated funds remaining on 1 July 1987 shall re-
vert to the general fund to be available for future appropria-
tion by the Legislature.

The Secretary of Samoan Affairs is directed to prepare a
complete financial statement, including itemized listing of all
funds received from whatever source for the 1987 Flag Day and
the disbursement and balance thereof, to be submitted to the
Legislature no later than 1 July 1987.

Sec 2. Effective date.

This act is effective upon passage by the Legislature and
approval by the Governor due to the emergency need to provide
financial support for the 1987 Flag Day before the expected
effective date of bills enacted in this session of the Legisla-
